TASTING NOTES
Spiced plums, black cherries and rose pedals, with a touch of cinnamon and pepper. Juicy with an acidic
backbone.

VINEYARD

~  Hstate grown, a blend of Pinot Noir and Blaufrinkisch, Seneca Lake, Finger Lakes AVA, NY

~  Pinot Noir is from our 16 Falls Vineyard and Blaufrinkisch is from our White Springs Vineyard

~ 16 Falls Vineyard is clay/loam over shalestone soil and utilizes a lyre trellis system, planted in 1998-1999

~  White Spring Vineyard is honeoye loam over limestone soil and has a VSP trellis system, planted in 2013
(one of few limestone sites in the Finger Lakes region)

~  Pinot Noir in the 16 Falls Vineyard has western exposure and encompasses all major Dijon clones: 113,
115, 667, 777, 828 on 5C rootstock

~  Blaufrinkisch in the White Springs Vineyard has eastern exposure and uses 3309C rootstock

GROWING SEASON
~ Warm and dry spring and summer seasons, followed by a damp fall season
~ All hand harvested, on 9/26 and 9/27 for 16 Falls Pinot Noir and 10/14 for White Springs Blaufrinkisch

WINEMAKING

~  All grapes were destemmed and crushed, then fermented in open-top, stainless steel fermenters
~  Three weeks of skin contact with daily punch-downs and multiple pump-overs

~  Barrel aged separately in neutral oak barrels

~ Racked from barrels and blended in August, with no fining/minimal filtration before bottling
~ Bottled in September 2022 after 11 months in barrels (100% French oak barrels)
